We 
will not get into symphonic or other 
types of scores, but rather, work 
with simple piano scores. 
 
Teachers will be able to download a 
free introductory finale program at 
home after finding out how to begin 
this most useful software for our 
current times. Then, later, some may 
decide to purchase the full software 
program. She hopes to get you 
excited about this, as it is such a 
useful addition to a studio.
